A l ittle history
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ƒ UNIX was a research project until 1982.

ƒ Universities had access to the UNIX source code.

ƒ The Computer Sciences Research Group (CSRG) at the Uni-
versity of California, Berkeley (UCB) wrote much new code.

ƒ The code was released on tapes called ``Berkeley Software
Distribution'', or BSD.



BSD in the 80s
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ƒ UNIX was ported to the VAX, which required virtual memo-
ry support. The Œrst widely distributed UNIX for the VAX
was 3BSD.

ƒ The American Defense Advanced Research Projects Admin-
istration (DARPA) wanted to update their network,
ARPANET.

ƒ The new protocols were called ``Internet Protocols''.

ƒ DARPA gav ethe contract to BBN and UCB.

ƒ The Œrst operating system to support the In-
ternet Protocols was 4.1c BSD.



But is it free software?
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ƒ UNIX was not free software.

ƒ All work done at UCB was available without licensing con-
ditions.

ƒ The tapes contained both UNIX and UCB code, so they
could only go to UNIX license holders.

ƒ In the late 80's, the CSRG worked to extricate the Berkeley
code from the UNIX code.

ƒ The results were released as the ``Berkeley
Networking Tapes'', Net/1 and Net/2.

ƒ They were not complete operating systems.



A free UNIX operating system
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ƒ In the early 90s, Bill Jolitz ported 4.3BSD to the Intel 386
architecture.

ƒ Some old CSRG members formed a company called Berke-
ley Software Design, Inc. (BSDI).

ƒ BSDI marketed a commercial operating system called
BSD/386, later BSD/OS.

ƒ Bill Jolitz wanted a free version, and created 386BSD.

ƒ Later, other people used this basis to create
NetBSD (April 1993), FreeBSD (June 1993)
and OpenBSD (October 1995).

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ƒ UNIX is a trade mark of AT&T.

ƒ AT&Tis a modem test command.



But is it UNIX?
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ƒ UNIX is a trade mark of The Open Group.

ƒ The Open Group awards licenses after proving speciŒc func-
tionality and purchasing power.

ƒ The BSDs have not purchased a UNIX name.

ƒ Microsoft has purchased a UNIX name for ``Windows NT''.

ƒ The Eighth edition of AT&T Research UNIX was based on
4.1cBSD.

ƒ To be sure, look at the code.

ƒ No companies to market BSD.

ƒ BSD is `̀for experts'', not so easy to use.

ƒ BSD lawsuit scared people off.



The BSD wars
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ƒ In 1992, UNIX Systems Laboratories sued BSDI, alleging
copyright infringement.

ƒ The case was settled out of court in 1994.

ƒ BSD may no longer be called UNIX.

ƒ People are still afraid of litigation.



The BSD license
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ƒ Written late, after separation from UNIX.

ƒ The fewest restrictions of any free software license.

ƒ A bone of contention in the ``UNIX wars''.

ƒ A good choice for embedded systems.

ƒ Not so restrictive.

ƒ `̀ Compatible'' w ith GPL.

ƒ Less of a hassle for software developers.

ƒ Less suitable for releasing proprietary code.

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ƒ UNIX was not free software.

ƒ Attempts were made to make old versions of UNIX available
under less restrictive licenses.

ƒ SCO created an ``ancient UNIX'' l icense for $100 US.

ƒ Attempts were made to make old versions of UNIX available
under less restrictive licenses.

ƒ Finally, in January 2002, UNIX was made
available under a BSD license.

ƒ A daemon is a process which runs forever doing work for
others.

ƒ Examples are web servers and mail servers.

ƒ Daemons create copies of themselves by forking.

ƒ Frequently cause of confusion.

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ƒ No `̀ distributions'', just three separate projects.

ƒ Each project has a single code base.

ƒ Userland and kernel matched to each other.

ƒ Clear distinction between base system and add-ons.

ƒ Man pages bundled with products.



Systems administration
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ƒ Motto: `̀ Use standard tools''.

ƒ Nothing like SMIT, SAM, linuxconf or YaST.

ƒ System-speciŒc startup conŒguration deŒned in a single Œle,
/etc/rc.conf.

ƒ Default startup conŒguration deŒned in a single Œle,/etc/de-
faults/rc.conf.

ƒ Other /etc/rc* Œles perform speciŒc func-
tions, are not expected to change.



System startup: init
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ƒ init has not adopted the System V extensions which Linux
also uses.

ƒ No `̀ run levels''.

ƒ Tw o states: single user mode, multi user mode.

ƒ Recently, NetBSD introduced a new conŒguration scheme
which has also been ported to FreeBSD.



The UNIX File System
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ƒ Derived from the old UNIX Œle system round about 1982.

ƒ Originally called `̀Fast File System'' ( ffs).

ƒ Adopted in UNIX System V.4 as `̀UNIX File System'' ( ufs).

ƒ Uses 64 bit byte pointers, 32 bit block pointers.

ƒ Limited to 1 TB Œle system and Œle size.

ƒ UFS 2 currently under development, supports 64 bit block
pointers.



The UNIX File System
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ƒ File partitioning BSD-speciŒc, does not need a PC partition
table.

ƒ In conjunction with PC partition table, requires only one par-
tition.

ƒ No journalling; uses ``soft updates'' and checkpointing in-
stead for better performance than journalling.

ƒ Has a reputation for stability: c't magazine tried 170 hot
shutdowns but didn't break it.



Userland tools
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ƒ Many tools derived from the original BSD code, for example
csh.

ƒ No AT&T tools. vi was based onex, so it couldn't be used.

ƒ Most of the missing tools were replaced with GNU tools.



The Ports Collection
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ƒ Collection of third-party software.

ƒ Doesnot include base system functionality.

ƒ Some ports duplicate base system functionality.

ƒ Typically built from source (`̀port'').

ƒ May be supplied as a binary ``package''.

ƒ NetBSD has different terminology: ports are
called `̀packages'', and packages are called
`̀ pre-compiled packages''.

Port contents
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ƒ A port is the framework from which a package is created.

ƒ Functionally, a port is equivalent to an SRPM without the
source tarball.

ƒ Writing a port is equivalent to writing an RPM spec Œle.

ƒ A port skeleton consists of a small directory tree with several
Œles.

ƒ No special tools (rpm, apt) needed to build ports.

ƒ All done with standard UNIX tools:make,
patch, etc.

Apple
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ƒ Apple MacOS X based on BSD.

ƒ Apple's low-level operating system (Darwin) is free soft-
ware.

ƒ Apple developers have commit access to FreeBSD source
tree.

ƒ Changes in Darwin returned to FreeBSD.

ƒ FreeBSD changes (SMP) planned for inclu-
sion in MacOS X.



Security
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ƒ No viruses.

ƒ IncludeOpenSSLandOpenSSH.

ƒ IPSec (OpenBSD was the Œrst operating system to include
it).

ƒ Each project has a security team.

ƒ Regular security advisories.



Why so secure?
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ƒ UNIX was designed as a multi-user system.

ƒ Different mail paradigms.

ƒ More transparent command structure.

ƒ Careful attention to detail.



Desktop support

BSD: the other free operating system 58 Greg Lehey, 7 December 2002

ƒ BSD considered user-unfriendly.

ƒ But it usesexactly the same desktop software as Linux.

ƒ Linux applications software runs on BSD unchanged.

ƒ Apple's MacOS X is based on BSD.

ƒ `̀ Desktop'' software is seldom as powerful as command-line
software.



Which BSD?
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ƒ DifŒcult to put the projects into a box.

ƒ All three projects produce high performance, portable, se-
cure systems, but the slogans say...

ƒ FreeBSD for performance: ``The power to serve''.

ƒ NetBSD for portability: `̀Of course it runs NetBSD''.

ƒ OpenBSD for security: ``Only one remote hole in the default
install, in nearly 6 years!''.



Current releases
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ƒ FreeBSD 4.7 was released in October 2002.

ƒ FreeBSD 5.0 will be released in December 2002.

ƒ NetBSD 1.6 was released in September 2002.

ƒ OpenBSD 3.2 was released in November 2002.
